What is Gaudete Sunday?

Certain Sundays throughout the liturgical year have taken their names from the first

word in Latin of the Introit, the entrance antiphon at Mass. Gaudete Sunday is one of

those.

The Introit for Gaudete Sunday is both

the traditional Latin Mass and the New Ordinary of the Mass, is taken from Philippians

Like Lent, Advent is a penitential season, so the priest normally wears purple

vestments. But on Gaudete Sunday, having passed the midpoint of Advent, the Church
lightens up the mood a little, and the priest may wear rose vestments. The change in

color provides us with encouragement to continue our spiritual preparation 1

especially prayer and fasting for Christmas. For this reason, the third candle of the

Advent wreath, first lit on Gaudete Sunday, is traditionally rose -colored.

Speaking of Liturgy, we hear about the many visible liturgical ministries (hospitality

ministers, music ministers, altar ministers, lectors, Eucharistic ministers). We also

know that these ministries require preparation and formation. Rarely do we hear

about the Ministry of the Assembly . All of these visible ministers- the presiders and

deacons included- together make up the assembly. We might think that the assembly is
just there to pray, and all the other visib
very accurate assessment of the role of the assembly. A most important ministry at any

liturgy is the ministry of the assembly

To be sure, there is a fidoingodo on the part
responding, acclaiming, professing, and so forth. Sometimes we fall into the trap of

presuming that this is all the assembly does and this is all there is to participation.

However, the most fruitful role of the assembly comes outoft he Adoi ngo. Fir
foremost the liturgical assembly is the Body of Christ, gathered around the Head. The
assembly, then, makes the Church visiblei makes Christ visible. One fundamental role

of the assembly is to be present to one another, to relate to each other as the presence of
Christ. This relational Ministry of the Assembly makes concrete and visible how we live

our everyday lives: relating to each other as the members of the Body of Christ.

While the question, AWhat should we do?0 is
must always lead to the questions, Who shall we be? How self-giving are we?
