The Deaconôs Speakinô 

Dear sisters and brothers, 

Having spoken of being members of the body of Christ and having 
various gifts, Paul now tells the Corinthians, and us, to strive for the 
most important gift of all ï Love.  Itôs mentioned ten times in this short 
passage.  This stirring proclamation is most often heard at weddings.  It 
sometimes bring tears to many parishioners as the litany rolls on.  
Perhaps itôs because we know how easily we fall short of loveôs ideal in 
our relationships with those we ñsayò we love.  Those tears con also be 
consoling.  Most of us have felt those marvelous moments when weôve 
sensed its truth, sensed its freedom, and felt its healing power.   

Love should mark the way we live as social beings.  Christians must love 
others as God has loved us.  Youôll note I said ñmustò.  Itôs a screaming 
command.  Thereôs a great deal of hate and meanness in our culture.  Is 
our faith relevant to this fact? Our attitude seems to say, ñKeep your 
faith for ñchurch stuffò, but keep it away from the ñreal worldò of class, 
race, nation, gender, and moneyò.  Love is so alien to our politics that 
one might seem an ignorant fool to suggest such a thing. 

Our economic and social life doesnôt delight in truth, but is a cult of 
deception-lies mark our social discourse ï our slimy videos and expos®s, 
our court rooms, our Congress, and the White House.  Itôs almost as if we 
presume that weôre always being lied to. 

Imagine this, what if there was a politician who could somehow speak of 
love?  What if there were leaders who not only talked of a kinder gentler 
nation, but refused to drop bombs on innocent people.  What if there was 
a liberal politician, who could show as much love for human life, from 
conception to natural death, as he or she can muster for baby seals and 
trees?  What if there was a conservative politician who realized that 
words of love apply to criminals, immigrants, and refugees as much as 
they do to unborn babies and middle-class Christians? 

It wouldnôt be easy.  Jesus, Himself, angered His audience when He 
spoke His prophetic words.  Eventually His listeners were filled with 
rage and wanted to throw Him out -and so it went when He began His 
ministry.  Are we committed and courageous enough to speak Godôs 
language of love?

Our 
bishop, in a recent issue of Catholic Life, has encouraged 
parishes to support Fair Trade. In March 2017 our parish 
switched to serving Fair Trade Coffee for all its activities.
